COMMISSIONING

Notes to installer it is the installer's responsibility to ensure that your 4inl instant Boiling
Water Tap is fitted following all prevailing national standards and local water laws. It is
important to ensure that the plumbing part of the installation is completed and has been
tested to ensure it is free of leaks before any electrical connection is made to the unit. Do

not install the appliance in rooms where temperature may drop to 0°C or lower. If the Tap or Boiling
Water Tank has been stored prior to installation in a place where the temperature could have fallen below 0°C, they should be
allowed to acclimatize at room temperature for a minimum of one hour prior to connection to a water supply.

Before installing the 4-1 instant boiling water tap it is essential to thoroughly flush through the supply pipes in order to remove
any impurities from your system. Failure to carry out this simply procedure could cause problems or damage.

You must install isolation valves to both the hot and cold feed pipes in an accessories position. This will help prevent premature
failure and ease any future maitenance. All parts should be removed from their packaging and inspected prior to installation.

This hot water tap requires a 35mm diameter tap hole; if replacing an existing tap, remove teh old tap& clean the ends of the
feed pipes using wire wool; the tap hole area should also be free from dirt and sealant.

There is a minimum air-space of 150mm to each side of the reservoir/heater unit

There is a minimum air-space of 25mm to the rear of the reservoir/heater unit

The front display and operating controls are readily accessible and visible.

1. All connection pipes can be installed without stretching or twisting of them.

2. Access to the electrical power socket to be used for this appliance is not restricted in any way.

3. There is there a fused 10AMP power supply within reach of the power cable, will that cable supported for its full length and
not stretch. If it is necessary to extend the power cable to reach the nearest suitable socket this must be done by an
electrician.

4. The filter is supplied pre-assembled to its plastic wall bracket. This should be mounted in a convenient location on a wall or
cabinet side, taking into consideration the length and routing of the connecting hoses.

Boiler and Chiller Operation
DO NOT SWITCH ON THE HOT WATER TANK OR CHILLER at the stage until the following has been carried out.

Run the FILTERED COLD WATER for a minimum of 5 minutes to activate and clean the carbon agency inside the Anti-scaling
filter before starting the Hot Water Tank.

Then Run BOILING WATER for a minimum of 5 minutes.

By taking this small step will prevent any carbon dust from the filter. If there is any black coloured water it is harmless and it will
clear itself by running the water.

Open all installed water valves to allow water to flow to the 4-1 instant hot water tap.

For the boiler Turn the spring-back hot water tap handle against its spring and hold there until the water flows from the tap spout
which indicates the taps reservoir is full.

Allow the hot water handle to spring back to its rest position and check all the connections for water tightness and absence of
leaks.

Any leaking joints must be tightened and the surrounding area dried before connecting the power supply.

ONLY connect the electricity supply to the Hot Water Tank at this stage. Insert the plug into the electricity socket and switch on.

There is no need to push down
the safety lock button and either filtered Chilled or Filtered Ambient water will come out depending on which feature you have
chose.
