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PAN FIXING PROCEDURE
Pan bedding:

1- Remove an area of tiles which are within the internal area covered by the foot of the pan
to expose the sub floor and provide a bondage key for the bedding mixture.

CISTERN FIXING PROCEDURE

Standard right hand bottom inlet (Internal overflow only) installation

Cistern Foam

Note: The cistern fixes directly to the pan with a robust base fixing system without the

need for wall fixing.
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1- Securely attach the self-adhesive foam seal around the outlet on the base of
cistern, as detailed in Fig. 5.
2- Locate cistern fixing bolts into pan fixing holes and secure cistern to pan with wing nuts.

3- Connect water supply and check operation of cistern.

4- If required adjust water level to the water level mark inside the cistern tank.
5- Fit lid to check push button operation to complete installation.
The inlet valve can be changed from left to right or vice versa.
