2. Cleaning the diaphragm

Itis possible for dirt/debris to prevent the valve shutting off.
To remedy this the diaphragm may be cleaned as follows:

1. Unclip the float arm from the adjustment screw

2. Twist the plastic top-asembly firmly anti-clockwise and
remove it from the valve body

3. Inspect both rubber diaphragm and valve seat. Rinse
under running water to remove dirt/debris

5.Re assemble in reverse order
